You will be welcomed to the Bunya Mountains with a traditional smoking ceremony and an
introduction to the Bunya’s significance by a Tribal Custodian. On a guided interpretation walk

to the Bush Uni, your guide will share stories on traditional land management practices, the
concept behind the creation of the Bush Uni and importance of Connection to Country. The

Bush Uni features a collection of installations depicting important timelines, and cultural stories.
The walk to the Bush Uni is 1km return along a designated formed earthen track.

• Duration: 1.5 - 2 hours

Join an Indigenous ranger in the Bunya Mountains for a walk through the ancient rainforest.

See how Aboriginal people used the land’s resources to meet their daily needs. Learn how they
relied on native plants for food, shelter, clothing, medicine, and tools. As you explore, feel the

deep connection between their culture and nature in this rich environment that supported their
way of life.
